Dear friends,
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Christmas is almost here, and during this time | always pause to reflect on the blessings that have come
my way over the past year. You and your support for our kids in Tanzania are one of those sacred
blessings and for that | am truly grateful. Christmas also leads me to reflect on the subject of
homelessness. The gift of Jesus’ birth came amidst homelessness, as Mary and Joseph were forced to
leave their home at a time when they needed home the most.

This is the sad reality for most of the kids with albinism we serve this Christmas in Tanzania. Many had to
flee their villages to escape the killings, and are now alone in boarding schools over the holidays. Our staff
cares and visits as often as they can, but the need is too great.

Add to this, that the attacks keep happening — and hundreds more are now fleeing their villages. | was
reminded of this fact once again a few weeks ago, while in Tanzania. | saw first-hand the gravity of the
situation: kids fleeing their homes, kids being sav agely attacked.

Travel with me now as we go to Geita Region in Northwestern Tanzania where on November 24™ | visit two
little boys who are HOMELESS and in danger this Christmas.

As we are driving towards one of the schools UTSS has
some children placed in, | have a “chance” encounter with
an 11 year old boy named Majaliwa. Walking along the
roadside with a small group of children, we spot a little boy
with albinism. | ask the driver to stop. Majaliwa shares with
us that his home village is remote and is many miles away.
He tells us that one day in his village four young men
chased him as he was leaving the school compound. He
believes that they wanted to harm him for his body parts.
In terror, he ran back to the school where he stayed until
teachers escorted him home. The local authorities and one
of his uncles advised the mother to move him to an urban
area for his safety.

He told us that a good samaritan in the village where we had stopped took him in and found him a school
nearby. An adult now always escorts Majaliwa to and from his new school, and he is never left alone
outdoors. When we met him, a kind teenage girl named Angel was escorting him. He lives with her and her
family now — far away from his home and family. UTSS is now arranging to have him attend one of our
Scholarship Fund schools. UTSS is bringing hope to Majaliwa
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Only an hour after visiting Majaliwa, | visit 12 year old Adam in hospital. Six weeks prior to my visit, a man
wishing to obtain his body parts for sale to a witchdoctor, had savagely attacked him. The attacker
managed to violently hack off a few of Adam’s
tiny fingers on his right hand — and to inflict a
serious cut on his left arm. This has left him
disabled in terms of the effective use of either
hand to write — thus, he can’t attend school. His
caring doctor said he could not yet release
Adam from the hospital
as his family was
involved in the attack
and his father is in now
in jail. Adam told me: “I
can never go home —
but | just want to go to
school!” That's all Adam
e wants for Christmas — a
home and a safe school. He is a brave boy — who lived only because he fought back and managed to injure
his attacker. We are funding surgery for him that will hopefully allow him to write and in turn join the
Education Scholarship program. UTSS is bringing Adam hope.

As | write you this letter | am once again moved. Moved by the bravery of these two boys. Moved by the
possibility of their lives. Moved by the power of what they can become with a good education. Moved also,
by the tragedy of their homelessness and pain. A tragedy all because a CRIME OF COLOUR was
perpetrated upon them.

I am now asking you for something.

Please extend and increase your involvement with us. Kids like Majaliwa and Adam are seeking hope.
